Horses Arriving at the Venue Stables

Protocol and Procedures.

Notice to Persons Responsible (PR) arriving with the horses.

Stables will be open and available from 1200 hrs local on Monday, 20th August 2012

All horse Must depart stables by 1200 hrs local on Monday, 27th August 2012

Only Horses on the “Definite Entry List” will be allowed access to the stables. No spare/substitute horses will be admitted or accommodated.

Stable will only be open for the admission, and checking of new arrivals (with the exception of * Monday) from 0800 hrs local until 1200 hrs local and from 1400 hrs local until 1800 hrs local daily.  No arrivals will be accepted at any other time.
(*Monday admission will be from 1200 hrs local until 1800 hrs local)

On Arrival:
The person responsible (PR) must report to the Veterinary/Stable office BEFORE unloading any horses.

Instruction will be given for the unloading and inspection of the horses by the attending Veterinary/stable staff.

Upon satisfactory inspection horses will be allocated a stable  

 The PR will be issued with a (exercise) number vest and a corresponding bridle tag.

No horse may then leave the stable area without the handler being dressed in the correct numbered vest and the horse wearing the correct bridle tag.

The PR will be required to fill in their stable name card with an emergency telephone /contact number.

Stable Allocation:

Wherever possible teams will be allocated stables adjacent to each other.

Full teams will be allocated an extra stable to use as a feed/tack room.

Individual competitors will be required to share a feed/tack room with other individual competitors.
Each stable will be allocated (FOC) two bales of shavings. Additional shavings and any feed stuff, hay or additives will be available to order and purchase on a daily basis from the independent feed merchant office adjacent to the Stable managers office.
Stable and Training Tracks Opening and Closing Times.

Stables will be closed from 2300 hrs local until 0700 hrs local. Any admittance to the stable area required during these hours will be by special request to the night security personnel. You will be required to fill in the appropriate forms stating your reasons for requesting admission.

Stables will be closed from 1200 hrs local until 1400 hrs local on a daily basis and all horses will be required to be in their stables during these hours.

On Ride day the stables will be open from 0330 hrs local and remain open all night on Saturday (ride day).

The training tracks will be open and patrolled from 0800 hrs local until 1200 hrs local and 1400 hrs local until 1800 hrs local daily Monday to Friday, closed Saturday (ride day) and open again Sunday.

Horses may be ridden or lead in hand on these tracks. 

The exercising of horses on any other areas other than the dedicated training tracks is strictly forbidden.

Horses may be grazed-in- hand within the stable compound from 0800 hrs local until 1200 hrs local and 1400 hrs local until 2230 hrs local.  At all other times they must be in their stables unless on exercising on the training tracks. 
THERE IS NO CORRALING AT ANY TIME.
Horse Substitutions:
Horse substitutions will be as per FEI rules and only horses from the “Nominated List” will be considered for substitution.. This will be on a strictly “one out one in” basis. The horse that is being substituted will be required to leave the stable accommodation before the admittance of the substitution horse.

“Stable Lockdown”

ALL horses must be checked into the stables by 1200 hrs local on Fri 24th August. No new arrivals will be accepted after this time.
